▪    Members should keep to agreed timings for training and competitions or inform 
their coach or team manager if they are going to be late. 

▪    Members must wear suitable kit for training and match sessions, as agreed with the 
coach/team manager. 

▪ Bullying of any sort will not be tolerated. Encourage everyone to enjoy sport and 
understand that people have different motivations for taking part.
